Rules of the competition

· Entry to the competition is by paid admission to the Totally Tomato Show.

· There will be three categories relative to fruit size (equatorial diameter):


1.  0-40mm (cherry and baby plum varieties).


2.  40-75mm (classic round and large plum varieties).


3.  75mm plus (beefsteak varieties). 

· One entry only per person in each category.

· All entries must be accompanied by a signed entry form.

· Entries should consist of 250g of fruit of any single variety.

· Entries will only be accepted at the TGA marquee from 10.30 am on Saturday 4th to midday on Sunday 5th September. 

· One winner will be chosen from each category and then an overall winner from the three finalists.

· Judging criteria will be taste, texture and intensity of flavour.

· Judging will be by a panel of judges invited jointly by the British Tomato Growers’ Association and West Dean Gardens.

· Winners of the category heats will be awarded engraved plaques and an entry voucher for West Dean Gardens.

· The overall winning entry will be awarded the Len Summerton Cup plus an entry voucher for West Dean Gardens.

· Announcement of the winners and presentation of prizes will be at 4.00 pm on Sunday 5th September.
